Acceptable Use Policy
The use of computers will allow users at LCA to explore and access thousands of libraries, databases, museums, and other repositories of information around the world. This access will provide users with the opportunity to communicate and engage in learning with people from other communities and countries around the world. With the opportunity to use technology comes increased responsibility for students, teachers, and parents. Families should be aware that in addition to the vast educational resources, there also exists material that is inappropriate for students.  Each computer at LCA uses an internal filter to block access to sites that can be considered inappropriate; however, it is possible that users may log on to sites that present inappropriate content.  Ultimately, parents and/or guardians are responsible for setting and conveying the standards their children should follow.  As a result, LCA supports and respects each family’s right to decide whether their child(ren) should have access to internet content while at school.

User Expectations
Users are responsible for appropriate behavior on the school’s computer network.  General school policies for behavior and communication apply.  While on campus, all student users will be supervised by faculty or staff.  While LCA faculty and staff will make every reasonable effort to monitor and supervise computer use, the user is personally responsible for his/her actions in accessing computer resources.  LCA reserves the right to monitor any computer usage and/or on-line communications for improper use. It is expected that all users will comply with the standards set forth in this contract. All users must sign an acceptable use agreement which sets forth penalties for inappropriate use of technology at LCA.

User Responsibilities
· users may not eat or drink anything (even water) in the computer lab
· users must provide a USB data storage drive to store personal files. Users will not be permitted to store files on the computer hard drives

· users assume full responsibility for their actions while utilizing school technology

· users shall keep passwords, account numbers, or other related privileged information private

· users shall access technology only for purposes related to education

· users shall not access or attempt to access a desktop, network, or host computer without having obtained appropriate access login ID and/or password (doing so is considered hacking)

· users shall not tamper with, move or reconfigure settings, desktop options, files, or anything that could damage terminals, computers, printers, chairs or other equipment in the computer lab  

· users shall not copy, rename, alter, examine, install or delete any files or programs other than their own files

· users shall not use LCA computers to annoy others, send offensive or threatening messages, or intentionally cause a computer system and/or network to crash

· users shall not use LCA computers to encourage the use of drugs, tobacco, alcohol, or inappropriate, illegal, or unethical material

· users are expected to use appropriate (not foul or lewd) language for all messages

· users are expected to report security problems, misuse of the network, and/or use of inappropriate material to their supervising teacher or administrator (any student who is aware of any of the above infractions and does not report it can be subject to disciplinary action and/or revocation of computer access)

· users may only use software expressly provided by LCA

· users may not create or run a self-replication program (virus or worm) that inhibits operation of a computer or network

· users may not distribute large quantities of information such as chain letters or network games on LCA computers

· copyrighted material may not be placed on the system without the author’s permission. Users may download copyrighted material for educational use only.  Copyrighted material submitted by students as his/her own work is plagiarism and is subject to disciplinary action.

Consequences for Inappropriate Use
Consequences may include, but not be limited to:
· removal from the computer lab for a specified period of time

· permanent revocation of computer lab use

· detention

· suspension

· payment for damages with regard to technician time, fees, etc.

· financial responsibility for replacement of damaged equipment

· expulsion

· Severe and/or illegal violations may result in civil or criminal action
