Future School Building News:


Mrs. Baker and Mr. McKee are working on resolving building needs for our schools 
future.  Currently there is $11,000.00 saved in the building fund.     
 


The Elementary School is turning students away because class's are full.


Rent for the High School will be increased from $500. to $1000. per month, 
starting August 2010 school year.


Mr. McKee estimates a building of 12000 square at a minimum to start.  This would 
allow for a student body of about 120 to 130 students.  With a classroom size of about 
28 feet
X 30 feet.    


Research has resulted in several options:  


2 modular buildings could be use to start and then re-sold after the main building was 
constructed.  It would take an estimated 60 days to set up the buildings, and the cost 
would be about $600,000.00.  Buildings can be leased with 10% down.  


A barracks building in Tuscon Az. is currently empty and up for purchase, the price is 
unknown at the time of this meeting.


Mr. Stewart suggested plumber time could be donated for installation.  


Land has been donated.


Requiring families to donate $30 per month toward the building fund, and 


all fund raising proceeds to be donated to the building fund.

Need to create a business plan in order to support financial needs, and address the 
Legacy School Board.
