The Elementary School is in need of volunteers to help on the playground, and during their recess time.  This would allow teachers to work one on one with students, and it would allow them time to work in areas that are currently being neglected.  

The PTL would like to join the Adopt a Highway program.  Mrs. Depue is researching this area and will have more information in the near future.  

Mrs. McKee will have a book fair at the Elementary School.  There will be great deals on books, like buy one get one free.  She will extend the hours of the book fair one evening so parents can attend.  Teachers will be asked to fill out a wish list form so parents can purchase books for their students classroom.
