The Fall Festival was a great success.  We raised $5,433.30.  Over a $1,000.00 was raised on ticket sales. There are still some outstanding expenses for the event.  

Mrs. Shields thanked all who participated in making this event a success, and asked that as we prepare for the holidays to consider shopping at vendors who supported LCA.  

Up Coming Events:  

Mrs. Shields is researching Samaritan Cards to be sold as a fund raising program.  She has researched several options for a discount card that would be advantageous to the school and the PTL.  The more cards we purchase the lower the cost for each card and we receive a number of the cards free.  Another option is to return 25% of the cards that are not sold.  We  purchase the cards for a small sum, and then pay the remainder of the cost in 45 days.   Very little money has to be spent initially.   Retailers on the cards are nationally located so cards can be purchased for gifts and sent to family members.  (this program was voted on and passed with majority vote; we will purchase 100 cards initially, receiving 25 free) 

Adopt a Highway has been researched.  Our Department of Transportation Officer is located in Roswell and she explained that it has to be a mile located on a State Road.  Ms. Arnette also instructed how a safety briefing has to be conducted prior to each clean up.  It is a twice a year requirement, although it was discussed at this meeting to conduct clean up quarterly.  Ms. Arnette also recommended mile marker 200 to 201 located on US Highway 70 as LCA's area. There is a Boy Scout Troup cleaning a mile on one side and Holloman Test Group on the other.  Alamogordo is located at mile marker 212.  Research still needs to be conducted concerning the pickup of the bags used for trash and interest by parents.  Also, we would need to acquire safety vests for students.  (this activity was voted on and passed with majority vote)

Mrs. Brabson is researching the salsa program.  Art Wiengardner has agreed to help us get this program up and running.  He will be making, packaging and advising on the best options for the PTL to see this program become a success.  Bottles are between $2.50 and $3.00 depending on the size we purchase and could be sold for more than $5.00 each.  Mr. Wiengardner recommended a honey, habanera sauce with a hint of cherry for our recipe.  The PTL would need to come up with a name for our salsa, and design a label.  The salsa could be sold on the Internet and at the LCA Chili Festival to name a couple of ideas to start.  The initial start up cost of this program could be as much as $1,000.00, and it was decided to form a committee to start the process.  Volunteers were solicited and the Committee was formed.  (this item was tabled for the time being, and decided that we don't have to have a PTL meeting to move forward after the first of the year on this issue)    

Mrs. McKee is having a book fair at the Elementary School on December 1, 2, 3.  There will be great deals on books.  She will extend the hours of the book fair one evening so parents can attend, and teachers will be asked to fill out a wish list for their classroom.  High school students will be able to attend the book fair during school hours.  The PTL will provide $200.00 initially for change at the beginning of this program.  Volunteers are needed and Mrs. McKee  will be sending out a sign up form for Volunteers.  If you have questions or want to volunteer please contact Mrs. McKee at the Elementary School.      

Mrs. McKee is organizing a pancake breakfast at Applebees.  This will be either the 5th or the 12 of March.   More news on this event will be disseminated as the date draws closer.  

New Business:  

In the past Teacher Bonuses were paid by the PTL.  This being the case it was decided by majority vote that full time teachers will receive $250.00, part time teachers, volunteers, and staff will receive $150.00 each, totaling $4,800.   

Ongoing: 

The Elementary School staff have found volunteers to help on the playground, and during their recess time.  Allowing them to work one on one with students, and in areas that are currently being neglected.  However, back ground checks need to be conducted on these volunteers.  It was determined that the LCA will pay the $35.00 background check fee.  An application needs to be completed and turned into the office.  However, if a Volunteer is currently employed in a position that requires a background check they can bring a copy of those documents to the school for verification.    

Ms. Sumner continues to collect box tops, Campbell's  labels, and ink cartridges.  Items are submitted every six months.  These items are dated, so don't hold on to them, turn them in.

The PT Avenue dues will be up in December.  Mr. McKee will get Mrs. Shields the information she needs in order to continue with this program.   (keeping the site up and running was voted on and passed with a majority vote; therefore $179.00 annual membership will be paid)   

Mrs. Depue will contact the Alamogordo Newspaper to inquire about when the best prices on large ads can be purchased so thank you ads can be created for our supporters.  ($400.00 was set aside for this purpose, voted on and passed by majority vote)

Other News: 

The PTL President or in their absence Vice President has been included on the School Board staff as an ex-officio member.  They won't have a vote on the Board but will be able to bring back news concerning board meetings.    

LCA has started the process of re-accreditation.  Dr. Peel, National President for Accreditation will be visiting LCA December 1.   We will be surveyed in March with our accreditation notification in May of next year.  A lot of work needs to be conducted before the process actually begins, therefore, Mrs. Baker is creating committees for assistance.  If interested please see Mrs. Baker for information.
