Mrs. Shields will submit Adopt a Highway paperwork.  Hopefully, we will be able to start this program in the spring. 

Mrs. Brabson has researched different names for the Legacy Salsa product.  Of several options “Blessed Heat” was the only one that could be used for our salsa product.  She continues research in this area.  More information will be disseminated when available.  

Mrs. McKee is organizing a pancake breakfast at Applebee’s.  This event will be scheduled in March.  More news on this event will be disseminated when available. 

Mrs. Shields, Mrs. Duda (elementary school) and Mrs. Shoemaker (high school) are planning teacher appreciation week.  This event will be held in May.  More news on this will be disseminated as the day draws closer.  As always, parent involvement is strongly encouraged.

School Board News: 
President, Cindy Bagwell brought the PTL members up to date on some issues that the board has been considering, to ensure information is being passed from the board to the parents accurately.  For example, the sitting PTL president is sitting on the Board as an ex-officio member, meaning they don't have a vote on issues but will be able to communicate information to and from the parents as needed.  The board is also considering having one Elementary and one Secondary Teacher sit on the board in this same capacity.  The overall make up of the board is being considered.  It is being discussed to allow 7 total board members, with no more than four coming from one of three qualifying groups.  The groups will consist of Community Leaders, Pastors, Parents and Teachers.  No more than four from one group can sit on the board.  All the Board meetings will be open to the parents.  They have also defined a parent as someone who has a child currently attending LCA.  We will also be losing two members of the Board this year.  Anyone interested in applying for a position to the board can pick up an application from Mrs. Baker or Ms. Sumner, and applications need to be submitted early March.

Grace Church requires us to hire a baby sitter for children who are brought to PTL meetings.  One reason is to ensure the children are not running up and down the halls. All Constitutional/By-Laws amendment requests will be discussed at the first general membership meeting after the amendment is proposed and voted on the following general membership meeting.”  Furthermore, it was agreed upon that the school board sets policy.
